Reading is a life skill. Children in primary school need to be able to do
the following things to support their lifelong learning and access to the
world around them,

Pleasure and enjoyment for reading

Understanding the vocabulary they read

Understanding of the texts they read

Inference of texts

Read a wider range of texts

Work out meaning based on context

Developing vocabulary for talking and writing

Using texts to fulfil tasks e.g. reading a recipe or instructions.
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As a school we needed to find a way of enabling children to achieve,

embed and progress with these skills as what we previously offered
wasnot enough on i tds own. Renai ssatl
offered a new way for us to achieve this.



Star Reading @

Star Reading is a computer based test.
This happens once a half term throughout the school. STAR

Assessments

This is NOT based on any book your child has read.

There are 34 questions in the test for all year groups.

The test is computer adaptive  dif the child finds it too easy the
computer makes the test harder and if they find it too tricky the
guestions will get easier.

The answers are all multiple choice.

The largest piece of textis  approx 2 paragraphs in length.

The test should take approx 20 6 30 minutes per child.

Children are retested if they are considerably quicker than this.

The test can be played using an audio feature so children can listen
to the question being read before answering the question if needed.

This test produces Diagnostic Reports and a new ZPD range (book
level range) The reports and new ZPD bookmarks will be sent home
after testing. 4

ZPD Bookmarks

After taking a Star Reading test your child will be given a ZPD range.
This can be found on the Diagnostic report and the bookmark that is sent
home in their reading record.

Your child may have a ZPD of 3.4 98 4.5. This means they can choose
ANY book between these points and in any order. One day they may
choose a 3.6 book the next they may choose a 4.2 book. This supports our

ethos of reading for pleasure not just reading through book levels.

After each Star Reading test (each half term) your child will get a new
ZPD range. There might be overlaps with these ranges but that is natural
as reading and understanding develops.

Accelerated Reader Quizzes

After reading an AR book your child has the opportunity to take an AR Quiz. This
doesnd6t have to be after every single book

The quiz is specific to the book they have read.

It will test their understanding and comprehension of what they have read. Some books
also offer a vocabulary quiz too.

At the end of the quiz they will be told if they passed and the percentage they passed
by. Ticks are shown too so they can see visually how many they got correct.

Children will be told how many AR Points they collected for passing the quiz and their
plant icon will grow towards their own individual target.

Children will be told how many words they have read in the book too.
Children will be given prompts and support on choosing their next book too.

AR Quizzes are only available on books with the AR sticker on the back that are in our
school AR system.

Each class has a daily computing slot where children can complete AR Quizzes. Children

can only quiz in school and during the school day.
